MANDATORY COURSE REGISTRATION

Soon after having been nominated by your
home university electronically, you will receive
an online link to complete your registration as
exchange student.

Students are allowed to take at maximum
courses equivalent to 30 ECTS per semester.

There are not mandatory courses for exchange
students.

As a general rule, you should consider one
ECTS to be equivalent to 30 hours of course
work. Please consult with your home university
to determine which courses can be credited to
your studies at home. You must make your final
choice of courses within the registration period.
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GRADING SCALE

The grading scale used at KLU ranges from 1.0
to 5.0. For example, 1.0 and 1.3 are outstanding
results, 4.0 is the lowest passing grade.
